Protocol Abrogating the Chester 1997 Multilateral Coordination Agreement

relating to

Technical Criteria, Coordination Principles and Procedures

for the introduction of

Terrestrial Digital Video Broadcasting

Preamble

The Delegates of the following CEPT Administrations representing Member countries of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU):

Republic of Austria, Kingdom of Belgium, Republic of Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Kingdom of Denmark, Republic of Estonia, Republic of Finland, French Republic, Federal Republic of Germany, Republic of Hungary, Ireland, Italian Republic, Republic of Latvia, Grand Duchy of Luxembourg, Republic of Moldova, Kingdom of the Netherlands, Kingdom of Norway, Republic of Poland, Portuguese Republic, Romania, Russian Federation, Slovak Republic, Republic of Slovenia, Kingdom of Spain, Sweden, Swiss Confederation, Ukraine, United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland,
meeting in Constanta, Romania, from  2-4 July 2007,
recalling that the Chester 1997 Multilateral Coordination Agreement  became obsolete with the entry into force of the Regional Agreement GE06, adopted by RRC-06, which governs the use of frequencies by the broadcasting service and other primary terrestrial services in the frequency bands 174-230 MHz and 470-862 MHz on 17 June 2007 (provisionally with effect from 17 June 2006),
mindful of Article 11.2 of the Chester 1997 Multilateral Coordination Agreement which reads: “This Multilateral Coordination Agreement shall remain in force until it is abrogated by a meeting to which all the Contracting Administrations shall be invited. The Managing Administration shall convene such a meeting at the request of at least 50% of the Contracting Administrations. The Managing Administration shall, on receipt of a request from a Contracting Administration, consult all Contracting Administrations to determine whether the necessary majority exists.”,
taking into account that this meeting has been arranged in accordance with the Article 11.2, the following has been agreed:
Article 1

The text of the Chester 1997 Multilateral Coordination Agreement is abrogated by this  protocol.
Article 2

In accordance with the ITU Radio Regulations, the UK administration will notify the Secretary General of the ITU of this protocol including the names of the signing administrations.
