The 24th ECC meeting (26-30 October 2009, Skopje, FYR of Macedonia) approved draft Internal ECC Report on the "Implementation of Electronic Working Methods (EWM) in the ECC working process" developed by WGRA.
The Report contains 11 Recommendations on the implementation of EWMs and introduces a 2-year trial period for the 3 virtual pariticipation methods:

· web-casting;

· web-conferencing, and

· virtual participation in physical meetings.

The Office, folloiwng the reuqest from the ECC and guidance from WGRA, produced and made avaialable in February 2010 ’ECO Guidelines on the use of GoToMeeting platform’ (enclosed) which should enable ECC entities to implement the above mentioned 3 virtual participatoin EWMs within the 2-year trial period.
The 19th meeting of WGRA (26-29 January 2010, Tromsoe, Norway) endorsed the solution proposed by the Office (i.e. the above mentioned ’Guidelines’) and requested the Office to send a circular letter to CEPT administrations inviting them to allow for installing the software on the computers of their CEPT representatives so that they are able to participate virtually in meetings of ECC entities.
We believe that the enclosed ”Guidelines” contain all necessary information for installation and use of the chosen software.
